CHAPTER 442 . TEXAS HISTORICAL COMMISSION 

SUBCHAPTER A. GENERAL PROVISIONS 

Sec. 442.001. DEFINITIONS. In this chapter: 

(1) "Historic courthouse " means a county courthouse that is at least 50 years old. The 

term includes a structure that: 

(A} previo usly functioned as the official county courthouse of the county in which 

it is located; and 

(B) is owned by a municipality. 

(2) "Historic: courthouse project" means a project to preserve or restore a historic 

courthouse. 
(3) "Historic struc ture" means a structure that: 

(A) is inc l uded on the National Register of Historic Places; 

(B) is designated as a Recorded Texas Historic Landmark; 

(C) is designated as a State Archeological Landmark; 

(D) is determined by the Texas Historical Commission to qualify as eligible 

property under criteria f o r inc lusion o n the National Register of Historic Places or for 

d• s ignation as a Recorded Texas Historic Landmark or as a State Archeological Landmark; 
(E) is certified by the Texas His torical Commission to other state agencies as 

worthy of preservation; o r 

(F) is designate d by an o rdina nee of ~ mun i cipality with a population of more than 

1.5 million as historic .

Sec . 44 2. 002. COMMI SSION; MEMBERS; SUNSET ACT. (a ) The Texas Histor ical Commissio n is 

an agency of the stat e. 

(b) The commission is composed o f nine membe r s appo inted by t he gover no r with the advi ce 

and cons ent of the senate . A person may no t be a member o f the commission if the perso n or the 

person ' s s pouse : 

(1) owns o r controls, directly o r indirectly, more than a 10 percent interest in a 

business entity o r other organization regulated by the commission o r receiving money other than 

grant money from the commission; 

( 2) us e s o r receives a s ubstantial amo unt of t angib l e good s , s ervice s , o r mon ey from 

t he commis sio n, other than compensation or r e imbur s ement authorized by law fo r commissi on 

member ship, attendance, or expenses; or 

( 3) is employed by or par t i cip a t es in the management of a bu s iness e ntity o r othe r 

organizatio n r egula ted by o r r e ceivi ng money o ther t han grant money from the commission. 

(c ) Members s e rve for staggered s i x-year t erms, wi th the ter ms of o ne-third of the members 

expiring February 1 o f each odd-numbered year.

Any vafanc y occurring o n the commiss i o n s hall b e f illed f o r t h e u1expired term. 

A member o f the commission must be a c itizen o f this s t ate who has demonst r ated an 

interest in the preservatio n o f the state's histo rical or archeol ogical heritage. In making 

appointments t o the commi ssi on , the gov ernor shal l seek t o hav e each geographical section o f the 

s tate r ep res ented a s near ly a s p o s s ible. 
(f) A perso n may not serve as a member o f the commission or act as the general counsel to 

the commiss ion if t he p e r son i s required t o r egi s t e r as a lobbyist under Chapter 305 because of 

the pe r son' s ac tivitie s for compen s ation on b ehalf o f a professi on r e l ated to the ope r at i o n o f 

the commissio n . 
(gl The commissio n shall hold a t least o ne regular meeting in each calendar quarter of each 

year . The e~mmi ssion may ho ld o t h e r meetings at t imes and p laces s ch eduled by i t in fo rmal 

session o r called by t he c hairman o f the eommis s ion . 
(h ) The governo r s hall d esignate a member o f t he commiss i on as t h e pres iding o ffic er o f the 

commission t o s erve i n t hat capac i t y a t t he p l easure o f t he governor . At i ts f i rst meeting in 
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each odd-numbered year, the commission shall select from its 
officer and a secretary. 

(i) A member of the commission serves without pay but shall be reimbursed for actual 

expenses incurred in attending a meeting of the commission. 
(j) The commission is subject to the open meetings law, Chapter 551, and the administrative 

procedure law, Chapter 2001. The commission shall develop and implement policies that provide 

the public with a reasonable opportunity to appear before the commission and to speak on any 
issue under the jurisdiction of the commission. 

(k) The Texas Historical Commission is subject to Chapter 325 (Texas Sunset Act). Unless 
continued in existence as provided by that chapter, the commission is abolished and this chapter 

expires September l, 2019. 
(1) Appointments to the commission shall be made without regard to the race, color, 

disability, sex, religion, age, or national origin of the appointees.

COMMISSION MEMBERS: TRAINING. (a) A person who is appointed to and 
qualifies for off ice as a member of the commission may not vote, deliberate, or be counted as a 

member in attendance at a meeting of the commission until the person completes a training program 

that complies with this section. 

(b) The training program must provide the person with information regarding: 

(ll the legislation that created the commission; 

(2) the programs, functions, rules, and budget of the commission;

Sec. 442.004. PERSONNEL. (a ) The commission shall employ an executive director. 

(b) A person employed as executive director must: 
(1) be a citizen of this state; 
(2) have ability in organization, administration, and coordinatio n o f organizational 

work; and 
(3) have particular qualities for carrying out the purposes of the commission. 

(b-1) The executive director may not serve as a voting director on the board o f direc tors 
of an affiliated nonprofit organization formed under Section 442 . 005 (p). 

(c} The executive director may employ professional and cl erical personnel as considered 
necessary. The number of employees, their compensation, and other expenditures shall be in 
accordance with appropriations to the commission by the legislature. 

(di The executive director or the executive director's designee shall provide to members of 
the commission and to agency employees, as often as necessary, information regarding their 

qualification for office or employment under this chapter and their responsibilities under 
applicable laws relating to standards of conduct for state officers or employees. 

(e) The executive director or the executive director's designee shall develop an intra­

agency career ladder program that addresses opportunities for mobility and advancement for 
employees within the commission. The program shall require intra-agency posting of all positions 

concurrently with any public posting . 

(fl The executive director or the executive director's designee shall develop a system of 
annual performance evaluations based on documented employee performance. All merit pay for 
commission employees must be based on the system established under this subsection. 

(g) The executive director or the executive directof 's designee shall prepare and maintain 

a written policy statement to assure implementation of a program of equal employment opportunity 
under which all personnel transactions are made without regard to race, color, disability, sex, 

religion, age, or national origin. The policy statement must include: 
(1) personnel policies, including policies relating to recruitment, evaluation, 

selection, appointment, training, and promotion of personnel, that are in compliance with the 
requirements of Chapter 21, Labor Code; 

(2) a comprehensive analysis of the commission workforce that meets federal and state 
guidelines; 

(3) procedures by which a determination can be made about the extent of underuse in the 

commi ssion workforce of al l persons for whom federal or state guidelines encourage a more 
equitable balance; and 

(4) reasonable methods to appropriately address those areas of underuse. 

(h) A policy statement prepared under Subsection (gl must cover an annual period, be 
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updated annually, be reviewed by the Commission on Human Rights for compliance with Subsee tion 

(g), and be filed with the governor's office. 

(i) The governor's office shall deliver a biennial report t o the legislature based on the 
information received under Subsection (h). The report may be made separately or as a part of 
other biennial reports made to the legislature. 

(j) Before the expiration of 30 days after April 1 and November 1 of each year the 

comrnission shall submit a progress report to the governor. The report must include a statement 
of the steps that the commission has taken during the previous six months to comply with the 

requirement of Subsection (g) . 

(k) The governor shall designate the executive director as the state historic preservation 
officer, and the executive director shall act in that capac ity for the conduct of relations with 
the representatives of the federal government and the respec tive states concerning matters of 

historic preservation.

Sec. 442.005. GENERAL POWERS AND DUTIES OF COMMISSION. (a ) The commission shall furnish 
leadership, coordination, and services to county histo rical commissions, historical societies, 
and the o rganizations, agencies, institutions, museums, and individuals of this state interested 

in the pr eservation of archeological or historical heritage and shall act as a clearinghouse and 

information center for that work in this state. 
(b) The commission is responsible for the administration of the Antiquities Code of Texas, 

Chapter 191, Natural Resources Code, and shall strive to establish effective working 

relationships among individuals primarily interested in history, architecture, and archeology . 
(c) The commission shall furnish professional consultant services to museums and to 

agencies, individuals, and o rganizations interested in the preservation and restoration of 

archeological or historic struc tures, sites, or landmarks.

(f) The commission by rule may establish a reasonable fee to recover its costs arising from 
review of a rehabilitation project on an income-producing property included in the National 

Regi ster of Histori c Places . Any fee established is payable by the applicant f o r the 

rehabilitation project. 
(g) The commission may apply to any appropriate agency or officer of the Uni ted States for 

participation in any federal program pertaining to historic preservation. 

(h) The commission may cert i fy to another state agency the worthiness of preservation of 
any historic district, site, structure, or object significant in Texas or American history, 
architecture, archeology, or culture. 

(i) The commission may provide matching grants to assist the preservat i on o f a historic 
structure significant in Texas or American history, architecture, archeology, or culture. 

(j) The commission shall use its facilities and leadership to stimulate the development and 
protection of arc heological or historical resources in every locality of this state, emphasizing 

responsibility and privilege of l ocal effort ex~ept in a case in which the project or problem 
clearly demands a broader approach. 

(k) The commissio n may provide matching grants to preserve collectio ns o f small history 

museums in this state if the collections are significant in Texas or American history, 
architecture, archeology, or culture . 

(1) The commission may conduct educational programs, seminars, and workshops throughout 

this state covering any phase o f historic preservation . 

(m) The commission shall continue cooperative studies and surveys of the various aspects of 
historical heritage. 

(n) Not later than Dec ember l before each regular session of the legislature, the 

commission shall make a report o f its activities to the governor and to the legislature. 
Col The commission may enter into contracts with other state agencies or institutions, 

qualifi~d private institutio ns, and o ther persons, including for- profit corporations, t o carry 

out the purposes o f this chapter. A contract with a for-profit corporation under th i s c hapter 
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may not permit any property preserved, maintained, or administered 

chapter to display any corporate name, logo, or product other than a discreet plaque or similar 

acknowledgment that does not detract from the property's historic purpose. 

(pl The commission may accept a gift, grant, devise, or bequest of money, securities, 

services, or property to carry out any purpose of this chapter, including funds raised or 

services provided by a volunteer or volunteer group to promote the work of the commission. The 

commission may participate in the establishment and operation of an affiliated nonprofit 
organization whose purpose is to raise funds for or provide services or other benefits to the 

commission.
